REQUIRED INSPECTIONS

THE FOLLOWING INSPECTIONS ARE REQUIRED DURING BUILDING CONSTRUCTION:

1. SETBACK INSPECTION – By zoning official, as appropriate.

2. TEMPORARY ELECTRIC SERVICE –To be inspected before connection by the Power Company.

3. FOOTING INSPECTION – To be made after trenches are excavated, all grad stakes are installed, all reinforcing steel and supports are in place and appropriately tied, all necessary forms are in place and braced and before any concrete is placed.

4. FOUNDATION – WOOD FRAME CONSTRUCTION – To be made after all foundation supports are installed and before any framing is placed on it.  This inspection is to check foundation supports, crawl space leveling, and ground clearances.

5. UNDER SLAB INSPECTION, AS APPROPRIATE – To be made after all forms have been placed, all electrical, plumbing, and /or heating and air conditioning facilities, which are under slab, have been approved for compliance.

6. CONCRETE SLAB – Inspection of excavation and crushed stone, vapor barrier, all reinforcing steel with supports, and all tied and/or welded wire fabric is installed when required but before any concrete is placed.

7. ROUGH IN (plumbing, electrical, heating/air conditioning) – When all building framing and parts of the electrical, plumbing, or heating-ventilation or cooling system that will be hidden from view in the finished building have been placed but before any wall, ceiling finish or building insulation are installed.

8. FRAMING INSPECTIONS – To be made after roof, wall, ceiling, and floor framing are complete with appropriate blocking, bracing and firestopping in place.  The following items must be in place and visible for inspection:

· Pipes;

· Chimneys and vents;

· Flashing for roofs, chimneys and wall openings;

· Insulation baffles;

· All lintels required to be bolted to the framing for support shall not be covered by an exterior or interior wall or ceiling finish material before approval.  Work may continue without approval for lintels supported on masonry or concrete.

9. INSULATION INSPECTION – To be made after any approved building framing and rough-in inspection, when all insulation and vapor barriers are in place but before any wall or ceiling covering is applied.  Certificate must be supplied for blown-in insulation or foam type insulation.

10. FINAL INSPECTION, CERTIFICATE OF COMPLIANCE – To be made of electrical, plumbing, heating and air condition systems after all connections are made and fixtures installed and before furniture or extra equipment is placed inside the building.

11. CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY – A Certificate of Occupancy is required by the North Carolina Building Code and Town of Blowing Rock Zoning Ordinance, and will be issued only after final inspections are made and all permit fees are paid.

NOTE:

A. If at any time during construction, an extra inspection is needed for a special situation, call the Planning and Inspections Department at the above number.

B. Extra inspections that have to be made to re-inspect where there are code violations will constitute additional charges of $25.00 per visit.

NO BUILDING SHALL BE OCCUPIED UNTIL A CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY IS ISSUED BY THE BUILDING INSPECTOR.
