Planning Updates 
 Subway restaurant is currently under construction at the former location of Alta Building Systems at 8180 Valley Blvd. The construc-

tion office and shop is being converted to a 47 seat restaurant and the parking area is being redeveloped to accommodate addi-
tional vehicles, drainage improvements and landscaping.  The project is planned for completion in June 2012. 

 Chetola Resort’s Manor House Restaurant is in its final stages of renovation after a fire in August of 2011.  The construction in-
cluded a complete renovation, a small addition and restroom upgrades.  Construction is scheduled for completion during the first 
week of May 2012. 

 The Watauga High School Career and Technical Education Program continues work on the Robbins Pool at Broyhill Park Picnic           
Shelter.  The 24’ x 32’ shelter will provide a picnic area overlooking the pool and can be used for special events and parties.  Roof-
ing is being completed at this time and all construction should be finished before the pool opens for Memorial Day weekend.  After 
completion, Boy Scout Troop 101 is planning an Eagle Scout project to build a grill in the picnic/playground area.
